Environment Protection Act 1970

VARIATION OF STATE ENVIRONMENT PROTECTION POLICY
(GROUNDWATERS OF VICTORIA)

The Governor in Council under section 16(2) of the Environment Protection Act 1970, and on
the recommendation of the Environment Protection Authority, declares the following variation to
State environment protection policy (Groundwaters of Victoria) to be observed throughout Victoria.

1. Purpose
The purpose of this Order is to vary the State environment protection policy (Groundwaters
of Victoria) (the principal policy).
2. Commencement
This Order will come into operation upon publication in the Government Gazette.
3. Variation
€ In clauses 3, 4, 9(2)(d), 10(2)(b) and 17(5) of the principal policy for “polluted
groundwater zone” substitute “groundwater quality restricted use zone”.
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2) For clause 19 of the principal policy substitute —
“19. Groundwater quality restricted use zone

(1) Where the Authority is satisfied that an existing level of
contamination of groundwater precludes one or more beneficial
uses that would otherwise apply to that groundwater, the
Authority may identify a groundwater quality restricted use zone.

2) The Authority will require groundwater within groundwater
quality restricted use zones to be:

(a) managed to contain polluted groundwater within the
zone; and

(b) cleaned up to the extent practicable in order to move
towards the objectives prescribed in this policy to protect
beneficial uses.

3) The Authority will periodically require the reassessment of the
practicability of clean up of polluted groundwater within
groundwater quality restricted use zones.

@) The Authority will not issue or amend any works approval or
licence, or transfer any licence in respect of any premises situated
within a groundwater quality restricted use zone unless the
Authority is satisfied that:

(a) beyond any proposed or currently designated attenuation
zone there will not be any risk of further degradation of
groundwater quality in the groundwater quality restricted
use zone as a result of any activity or proposed activity
at the premises; and

(b) there will not be any detriment to any beneficial use of
surface waters or groundwater beyond the boundaries of
the groundwater quality restricted use zone.
